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The Minnesota Green Roofs Council exists to increase the viability of green roofs as a
building strategy in our state. In collaboration with public and private partners, both inside
and outside the green roof industry, we develop local initiatives in three main focus areas:
education, research, and public policy.

In the spring of 2004, the Minnesota Green Roofs Council started as an informal group of
professionals with a common interest in green roofs. The MGRC has since grown into a
registered non-pro!t with the ability to promote green roofs across the state. Over the past
few years, our work has included:

! Raising awareness among thousands of visitors to our fair and expo exhibits;

! IHosting tours and presentations of green roof projects, both completed and in-progress;
I'lAssisting in the planning of an international green roof conference in Minneapolis;
IIDeveloping a grass-roots educational program and network for small green roof owners;
lIResearching and documenting viable plant species on local green roofs;

!'IDesigning and coordinating the installation of several demonstration green roofs;
I'Developing a website and database of over 100 green roofs in Minnesota.
